Students will:

4. Demonstrate experimentation with the medium so as to achieve special effects such as textures. 

Materials

· water colours (4- 1 per pod)

· water cups for paint brushes

· paper towel

· 15 paint brushes

· 15 square pieces of paper/ 15 black construction paper squares for background framing

· Snowmen at Night book 

Activity 1:  (5 minutes)
The story Snowmen at Night will be read to students. Students will be asked to guess what is unique about this book (it is a poem- it rhymes). Students will also be asked to pay attention to the way the illustrator used different colours on the snowmen to create value. Students should learn that value is shading from dark to light to add dimension to a shape. Students and teacher will discuss cropping and composition and how this adds emphasis to their artwork

Activity 2: (40 minutes) 
Directions will be explained to students as well as materials available for use. Expectations with paint will be reviewed. 


Student task will be to: 

· choose two colours that are next to each other on the colour wheel to add value and dimension to their snowman. 

· Students will only be allowed to use two parts of the snowman to make for a more interesting composition. 

· Students will colour/shade the two parts of their snowman and add a background

· Students will add texture to their background by using a watercolour and salt technique. 

Closure: (2 minutes) 
Have students share with their elbow partner one thing they learned from today’s art lesson.
