Students will:

1. Demonstrate an understanding of quality of life in India, Tunisia and Peru (housing conditions)
2. Compare similarities and differences among quality of life in the 3 countries to theirs

3. Construct a house with a variety of materials and designs

4. Demonstrate cooperative decision making, listening and speaking skills.
Materials
· The Three Little Pigs

· Pictures of different homes/websites/QR codes
· iPads
· Building Materials (popsicle sticks, toothpicks, straws, construction paper, manilla tag, glue, string, playdough) 
Activity 1: CrissCross Apple Sauce to grab attention. 
Read and briefly discuss the story of the Three Little Pigs. What were some of the houses made out of? Ask students “Could you imagine living in a house made out of straw, branches or snow?” 

Tell students how we all live differently around the world. Did you know that houses all over the world are built differently and made out of different materials? Ask students “Why do you think people all over the world make their houses differently?” (Climate, materials available, building styles, city or country living, how many people live in the house, available materials, economic status…) 
(5 minutes)
Brainstorm: “What are some materials people use to build a house?” Create a list in the SMARTboard. (bricks, stone, concrete, wood, clay, straw, cow dung, bamboo, adobe (made from sand, clay, water and organic materials such as sticks, straw and manure))
(2 minutes)
 “What do you think it would be like if we lived in houses made of straw in Canada during the winter time?”
“What do you think it would be like living in a house with no running water? Or no electricity?”
(8 minutes)
Activity 2: 
Students will look at some pictures of various kinds of homes on the iPads through a QR code. 

Explain instructions: 1. Person with the longest hair needs to come get an iPad for your group. As a group search through the pictures and readings.

2. Choose a country and type of home. Once this is done, come tell me and gather materials from back table. 

3. Fill out graphic organizer (drawing of our shelter, arrow to which country it best represents, My shelter would be most appropriate in ______ because…)

Review volume meter. 

Circulate groups assisting and questioning: “What type of materials did you choose, why?” “In real life what kind of material do you think this home would be built with?” “How do you think the climate affects the type of home in these countries?” 
Use timer on board to allow students to see how much time is remaining.

(20 minutes)
Closure: Grade 3’s would you meet me on the carpet in 10, 9, 8,… 

Ask students to share one thing they learned today? Or one thing they liked today?

OR

Ask students to share one similarity about the home they built today with their homes they live in here in Canada. 

Ask some students to share a difference. 

(5 minutes)
Clean up (5 minutes) –Use a timer
When finished students may line up. 
Teacher Notes:
India- there are lots of different types of homes in India. Very rich people live in very big houses usually in the cities where they have really good jobs and lots of money. They have electricity, running water- they usually have lots of the things we have in our houses- televisions, bathrooms, hairdryers and probably a computer. 

City living- many people live in cities to find work and end up living in tower blocks. These tower blocks have lots of people living in them so they have to share a bathroom and a kitchen with lots of other people. They do usually have electricity and water but not all of the other technology. 

Villages- most of the Indian population live in village. These houses are usually made of clay, straw and cow dung. These houses have thick walls which helps keep the houses cool in the summer. Sometimes families have to sleep outside on the flat roofs where it is breezy and cool at night. These houses usually have 2 rooms and a courtyard where they keep their animals. They do not have a lot of furniture in village houses. These houses do not have running water, indoor toilets, fridges,and hair dryers like we do. More and more villages are beginning to get their own electricity supply. 

Some farmers are lucky and can afford to build houses higher up on stilts so that when the monsoon rain comes it washes underneath and doesn’t destroy the houses. 


“What do you think it would be like if we lived in houses made of straw in Canada during the winter time?”

Peru- Housing in Peru varies a lot just like India. The types of home people live in depend on economic and social status. Many houses are adobe houses which are homes made from sand, clay, water and organic materials such as sticks, straw and manure all mixed together. Builders shape this mixture into bricks and allow it to dry in the sun. These types of homes are very strong and last for a very long time. They are good in hot climates because they keep in side very cool. Houses are now mostly made out of bricks and concrete. Electricity, running water and sewers are slowly being added to neighbourhoods and homes but many homes do not have electricity and running water. 
Many roofs on Peruvian houses are made from materials from the rainforest. Many roofs are made of palms from trees. Many houses are built of wood and sometimes built on rafts on the water.

Tunisia- many are built with whitewashed stone. They have flat roofs. Homes in the country have running water, electricity and good roads to their house.
